Meeting Highlights
At our third community meeting, updated landscape plans were shared for the expansion
between Lawrence and Ainslie.

« Gateway Garden & Allee: A welcoming garden room with benches, flowering trees,
shrubs, and native plants such as coneflower, butterfly milkweed, winecup, and prairie
dropseed.

« South Crosswalk: Seating area framed by golden ginkgo trees and bald cypress for
seasonal interest.

« North Crosswalk: A curved arc of repurposed concrete pilings with surrounding
plantings will form a dramatic new entrance to the pathway from Ravenswood.

« Evergreen Garden: Yews, stone seating, and pines create a shaded transition into the
existing parkway.

The design uses native plants, historic rail materials, and safe raised crosswalks to create
a greener, more connected community space.
